Potential Health Effects

Inhalation:

Causes irritation to the respiratory tract, symptoms may include coughing, shortness of breath, and nausea.

Ingestion:

Large amounts depress erythrocyte production.

Skin Contact:

Chronic Exposure:

Repeated oral administration may produce goiter and reduced thyroid activity. Prolonged or repeated skin
exposure may cause dermatitis.

Aggravation of Pre-existing Conditions:

Persons with pre-existing skin disorders or eye problems, or impaired liver, kidney or respiratory function may
be more susceptible to the effects of the substance. Persons with allergies or sensitivity to cobalt may also be
more susceptible to the effects of the substance.

4. First Aid Measures
