Inhalation:

Ingestion: The toxicity of nitrates is due to invivo conversion to nitrites. Primary overdose effects of nitrates
include orthostatic hypotension, and methemoglobinemia (particularly in children). Headache, gastroenteritis,
nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain, and diarrhea may also occur. Small doses of nitrates may cause weakness,
general depression, mental impairment. In severe poisonings unconciousness, dizziness, postural
lightheadedness, fatigue, ataxia, shortness of breath (labored breathing), sedation, , warm flushed sweaty skin
that later becomes cyanotic, syncope, tachycardia, and hypotension may occur. Other symptoms may include
peripheral vasodilation. Vasodilation may produce decreased vascular resistance, cardiovascular collapse,
seizures, and coma in severe toxicity. Hypotension, decreased peripheral vascular resistance, cardiovascular
collapse, or bradycardia occur less often.
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Chronic ingestion of more than 5mg/kg/day is considered unacceptable.
